Safety Instructions

The RAY70 product is an electronic device that uses precision components. 
To ensure stable and normal operation, please pay attention to the following points:

1. When moving the product, turn off the main power switch and unplug the main 
power cord connected to the product.

2. Do not place the product face down on the floor, as this may damage the screen.
3. When installing the product, ensure it is not placed on a sloped or unstable surface.
4. Secure the product to prevent it from falling over during installation.
5. Do not install the product near kitchens or countertops, as oil or vapor can cause 

damage or deformation.
6. Install the product in a location that can adequately support its weight.
7. Ensure the installation area is well-ventilated.
8. Avoid using the product in high-temperature, humid environments or under direct 

sunlight.
9. Do not subject the product to impact.
10. Do not connect the product to main power sources with high energy consumption.
11. Avoid placing objects on top of the product or spilling liquids like beverages or water 

on it, as this may cause malfunction or damage.
12. When unplugging or plugging in the main power cord, turn off the main power switch

4. Motherboard
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Warning
Take note of the following precautions before you install motherboard components or 
change any motherboard settings.
1. Unplug the power cord from the wall socket before touching any component.
2. Before handling components, use a grounded wrist strap or touch a safely grounded 

object or a metal object, such as the power supply case, to avoid damaging them due 
to static electricity.

3. Hold components by the edges to avoid touching the ICs on them.
4. Whenever you uninstall any component, place it on a grounded antistatic pad or in 

the bag that came with the component.
5. Before you install or remove any component, ensure that the ATX power
6. Supply is switched off or the power cord is detached from the power supply. Failure 

to do so may cause serious damage to the components or result in electric shock.
